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TERMS OF REFERENCE

FOR THE CONSULTANCY CONTRACT 

1. Nature of the consultancy: to analyze the media coverage on migration and counter trafficking (CT) issues in Kazakhstan for the period of January 2019  – December 2019 
2. IOM Project to which the Consultancy is contributing: “Strengthening counter-trafficking and protecting vulnerable migrants in Central Asia in response to regional and global challenges” financially supported by the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Kingdom of Norway
3. Tasks to be performed under this contract:

· To develop a methodology for the media content analysis, which includes but not limited to the following approaches: 

· To collect relevant articles available online and offline, sort them chronologically and prepare a summary listing the publications and dates of publication 

· To conduct basic content analysis to classify what is written in categories that can be statistically analyzed: for example, by the following categories: 1) overall information about migration processes; 2) information about migration legislation; 3) cases of vulnerable migrants; 4) cases of human trafficking; and others. The categories are to be agreed with IOM Kazakhstan.
· To conduct message and tonality analysis to classify what is written in categories that can be statistically analyzed: for example, by the following categories: 1) to promote positive image of migration and migrants; 2) to promote negative image of migration and migrants; and others. The categories are to be agreed with IOM Kazakhstan.
· To conduct prominence analysis to determine the prominence of the articles analyzed based on the following factors: the publication where the article appears, date of appearance, the overall size of the article, where in the publication it appears, the presence of photography or other artwork and the size of headlines;

· Analyze the media coverage on migration and CT issues in Kazakhstan for the period of January 2019  – December 2019;
· Prepare draft final report by February 15, 2020;

· Revise the draft final report in close coordination with IOM by March 1, 2020;

· Submit the final revised report to IOM by March 15, 2020, also offering observations.

4. Tangible and measurable output of the work assignment.

The content analysis is supposed to help IOM to compare how the project influence reporting on migration in media 
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
